Over the first half of the Twentieth Century many government agencies, private
entities and individuals displaced indigenous communities in the Klamath and
competed to make the Klamath their own. The Bureau of Reclamation hoped to use
the river to turn Southern Oregon and Northern California into an agricultural oasis.
The California-Oregon Power Company used it to light up the region. Leaders in
Siskiyous County wanted the river to shore up the local economy. Their conflicts and
desires resulted in a series of dams, a commodified waterway and a remade river
valley that, for most, failed to fulfill their hopes and dreams.
