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Sanctuary Districts
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“Sanctuary District” —

What Does it Mean?

* Historic Usage
* No legal definition for a “sanctuary district”
o Derived from the term “sanctuary city” also not defined

" Being a “sanctuary district” does not

o Create a legal status for the institution

o Create a protection for undocumented students

® Being within a “sanctuary city” probably does not affect
district

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Assembly Bill 21 — Access to

* Districts must:

® Protect personal information of students and employees |

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Voluntary Immigration Worksite

Enforcement Prohibited

* Employer cannot permit immigration agent to

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The California Dream Act

* Allows undocumented students
® Receive in-state tuition

* Apply for the same financial aid opportunities available
to legal residents and citizens

* Not DACA dependent
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Law Enforcement Restrictions
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California Values Act

* Encourages entities that provide education

* To adopt a policy limiting immigration enforcement
" To the fullest extent possible
" Consistent with federal and state law

* AG has model policy

* Incorporated into CCLC templates
Gov. Code § 7284.8
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California Values Act

* Community College District Police and Security Depts
prohibited from:

" [nvestigating, interrogating, detaining, arresting
immigration enforcement purposes

| = Activities in connection with immigration enforcement by
law enforcement agencies

" Detaining an individual exclusively for immigration
violation
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California Values Act

* Reporting or turning an individual in to federal
immigration authorities

" When have discretion to cooperate with immigration
authorities

* Exceptions for individuals who have committed
serious crimes
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How to Engage with Immigration

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How to Engage with

Immigration Officers on Campus

* Comply with District protocols, procedures, or rules
* Request identification to confirm identity of agent

* Do not disclose confidential personal information of
a student or employee
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How to Engage with

Immigration Officers on Campus

* Direct agent to the CEQ’s office or contact Campus
Police to escort agent

* Do not allow access to non-public spaces

* Advise the agent you are not authorized to accept
warrants

® Direct to CEO’s office or designee
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How to Engage with

Immigration Officers on Campus

* Be respectful and professional

* Do not lie or mislead immigration agent or officer

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How to Support Students
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Protect Confidential Information

 Establish policies and procedures for processing and
responding to subpoenas for student records

* Review access to student information and restrict
access to the extent possible
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Limit Dissemination of

Information

* Establish policies and procedures that limit the collection
of private information from students such as:
" Social security number
" Residency information, including residency in other countries

* High school and elementary schools attended in other
countries

* Other information of similar nature, including related to in-
state tuition
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FERPA Issue:

Review Directory Information

* Districts may:
" Choose not to designate any directory information

o Not practical
o Would need consent to publish yearbooks, honor roles, etc.

» Define directory information more narrowly

o For example: not include address or place of birth
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FERPA Issue:

Review Directory Information (Cont’d)

* Specify that disclosure of directory information will
be limited to specific parties, for specific purposes,
or both (34 CFR 99.37(d).

" But remember: 8 U.S.C. Section 1373.

* Ensure annual opt out notice, process, and forms are

well-publicized, understandable, and easy to access
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Information to Students

* Provide accurate information to students
* Respond to misinformation re ICE on campus

* Consider or re-consider the use of the phrase
“Sanctuary District”
